3:22 ________________  – started serious piano study at age ____, popular, handsome (wild red hair), was briefly the Prime Minister of __________, flawed technic, controversial for exaggerated and sensational musicianship.
7:36 ________________ – Natural technical control, imagination. Was the favorite pianists of other pianists, appeared to play effortlessly.
13:20 ________________  – Arms of steel, heart of gold. Composer. Exiled. Emotional but not sentimental.
21:44 ________________ – Very popular, personality (neurotic and musical), king of piano technic, fast octave runs, nervous of public performances. Retired once for ____ years.  Return to an audience wild with anticipation.  Chose to convey feelings over note-per-note perfection.
33:06 ________________ – Gypsy, phenomenal individual technic, also played jazz, improvised on all types of music. Played fast which attracted listeners because pianists usually chose to play “safe”.
37: 50 ________________ – British lady, played concerts during German air raids in WWII.  Deep and exciting musician.  
42:00 ________________ – Popular. Loved to perform for an audience. Would choose an audience member and “play to them”.

52:36 ________________ – Looked for the extraordinary in the music.
58:46 Tonality, harmony and playing flourishes of chords, not just the notes on the page.

1:00:20 ________________ – Looked for the inner meaning of music.  Steady rhythm, like a metronome.
1:06:30 ________________ – Innocent, other-worldly, refinement, intellect, spontaneity. Soft playing.
1:10:49 ________________ – Played piano for Soviet Russian soldiers out in the open air. Had a “golden” sound. 
1:15:33 ________________  - Also a Soviet Russian. Experimented during concerts and in rehearsals. Could play subtly and powerfully. Had a huge repertoire of pieces. Was a big man.
1:20:30  ________________ – Italian with a limited repertoire and few performances. Did not play 
_______________, which greatly influenced future generations of pianists. Wanted every move to look just right to the audience.
1:24:45 ________________ – Canadian, loved the solitary life, especially loved Bach’s music, uncomfortable with public performing. Considered himself a composer at the piano – a musician who expressed himself through the piano.  Did not want to play a tune like others normally played it.  Often heard singing while he played.
1:31:35 ________________ – Chilean with a direct artistic descent from Liszt (studied under Liszt’s favorite student.) Said to have “paws” instead of hands, which produced an organ-like sound, not brittle. Played with relaxed body and hands so the music could come up from the depths of his soul without the hindrance of stiff joints.  Believed that pianists should play it the way they understood the musical message/meaning, regardless of what anyone else thought.
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
